Reserving District Sites

Group Campgrounds 
McHenry County 
Conservation District group 
campgrounds are available 
to reserve on a first come, 
first serve basis. To reserve a 
site, a completed permit and the necessary fee is due 
in the District’s Brookdale Administrative Offices at 
least ten (10) working days in advance of your desired 
date for approval. Refunds are issued on cancellations 
received ten (10) working days in advance. The District 
will not issue refunds or carry over reservations that 
are cancelled due to weather-related reasons. 

Thomas Woods (in Marengo Ridge)
Individual Campsites & RV Sites
The exceptions to the pre-approved permit 
requirement are the Thomas Woods individual 
camping and R.V. sites in Marengo Ridge Conservation 
Area. To reserve a site at Thomas Woods, call the 
District’s Brookdale Administrative Offices at  
(815) 338-6223. Campers are welcome without 
reservations if space is available. The District’s on-site 
campground host issues permits and collects the 
necessary fees (cash or check only). 

Picnic Areas and Shelters
Many District sites have 
picnic areas and shelters 
available for use by 
the public. Permits are 
required for groups of  
16 people or more, and 
for groups of 15 people 
or less wishing to guarantee use of those areas.  
A completed permit and the necessary fee is due in 
the District’s Brookdale Administrative Offices at least 
ten (10) working days in advance of the desired date. 
Refunds are issued on cancellations received ten (10) 
working days in advance. The District will not issue 
refunds or carry over reservations that are cancelled 
due to weather-related reasons.
